ROTATING, FLASHING, OSCILLATING, OR STROBE LIGHTS.

PROTECTIVE TRUCK AND WORK VEHICLES SHALL DISPLAY HIGH-INTENSITY

PROTECTIVE TRUCK EQUIPPED WITH PROPER WARNING DEVICES.

UPON APPROVAL OF THE ENGINEER, THE CONTRACTOR MAY PROVIDE ADDITIONAL
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
