Written Notice of Intended Acquisition

_________ Co, Route _______, Job No. ________, Parcel ___.

Dear Mr. Doe:

The Missouri Highways and Transportation Commission (MHTC) has planned an improvement project along Route ___ in _________ County.  The improvements include widening with turn lanes.  The project will require acquisition for new right of way, along with other property rights including construction, utility and drainage easements.

The project affects a portion of your property located at _____________.  The enclosed right of way plans indicate that the project will require __________ right of way, __________ of permanent easement and __________ of temporary easement.  There will be ___________ remaining after the acquisition of the needed right of way.

This letter represents the 60-Day Notice you are entitled to by Chapter 523 of the Revised Statutes of Missouri.  Negotiations will begin shortly, and we are hopeful that a settlement will be reached.  MoDOT regards condemnation as a last resort, but it can and sometimes does occur.  We urge you not to delay, as these are important rights.  Under Missouri Law, you are entitled to the following:

a. Seek legal counsel at your own expense;

b. Make a counteroffer and engage in further negotiations;

c. Obtain your own appraisal of just compensation at your own expense.  (Please be advised that should we required to file a condemnation petition, this will not be done for at least 60 days from the date of this letter.  Therefore, if you wish to submit your appraisal to us for review, please keep this timeframe in mind)

d. Have just compensation determined preliminarily by court-appointed condemnation commissioners and, ultimately, by a jury;

e. Seek assistance from the office of the ombudsman for property rights, as created under Section 523.277 RSMo, at:

f. Contest the right to condemn in the condemnation proceeding; and

g. Exercise the right to request vacation of an easement under the procedures and circumstances provided for in Missouri Statute.

I will be conducting an evaluation of your property to estimate the amount of compensation due to you for the right of way and property rights being acquired from your property.

Please contact me at ___-___-____ between the hours of ______ A.M. and _____ P.M. Monday through Friday as soon as possible so that I may discuss the plans with you.  I will need to obtain your permission to do an on site inspection of the property and any improvements that may be affected by our acquisition.  I will also need to obtain pertinent contact information from you, and any information concerning other persons having property rights affecting the property.

I have enclosed a brochure “Pathways for Progress”.  This brochure should help answer many of your questions concerning the right of way acquisition process.  If you have any other questions, I will be happy to try and answer them when I receive your call.

We look forward to working with you on this project.
