VE Project Selection Criteria

Suggested Criteria for selecting candidate projects for VE studies. 

· Undefined project scope. 

· An unclear or conflicting description of the project’s Purpose and Need. 

· A project with alternative solutions that vary in scope and cost. 

· Projects on new alignment. 

· Projects that include major structures. 

· Projects that include interchanges. 

· Major reconstruction projects. 

· Projects with multiple construction stages. 

· Projects with right of way costs that exceed 10% of total cost. 

· Projects with utility costs that equal or exceed 10% of total cost. 

· Projects with significant environmental impacts. 

· Projects with a component or material that is critical, exotic, hard-to-get or expensive. 

· Projects with intricate shapes, deep excavations, high embankments, steep slopes, etc. 

· Projects with components that appear to be difficult to construct. 

· Projects with an overly long material haul, excessive borrow or excessive waste. 

· Structures with long foundation piles. 

· Structures that require cofferdam de-watering. 

· Projects with provide architectural embellishment. 

· A project with a record seeking design (longest span, highest piers, deepest cut, etc.) 

· A project with very difficult, expensive, and/or very complex traffic handling during construction. 

· A project with hydraulic problems requiring extensive and/or complex culvert or drainage facilities. 

· A project that includes sole-source materials or equipment.
