
Plateau General Information

Common Name: Imazapic

Form: Liquid

Target: Used for selective control broadleaf weeds and to suppress the growth of cool season grasses. Also used in the establishment of wildflowers and native grasses, thistle control in crown vetch and Johnsongrass control.

Comments: Plateau is a herbicide that is effective as a preemergent and postemergent with post emergent application as the method of choice in most cases. Plateau is not to be used to control broadleaf weeds in tall fescue as severe damage may occur at the higher rates!

Safety

A. Personal Safety 

1. Read the label thoroughly. 

2. Wear long sleeve shirt, long pants, impermeable gloves, and adequate eye protection when spraying. 

3. Wear apron, full face shield and gloves while mixing. 

4. Avoid breathing spray mist. 

5. Thoroughly wash with detergent and water, and wash all outer clothing after each use. 

B. Environmental concerns 

1. Read the label thoroughly. 

2. Do not apply directly to water. 

3. Take strong precautions to prevent spray drift or runoff onto desirable plants. 

4. Triple rinse containers, puncture and dispose of in sanitary landfill. 

Mixing Instructions

Foliar and seed head suppression: Plateau should be applied at the 3 or 4 oz per acre rate and mixed with Escort at ¼ or 1/3 oz per acre depending on vegetation.

Weed control in crown vetch: Plateau should be applied the 8 oz per acre rate.

Weed control in native grasses: Plateau should be applied at the 8 oz per acre rate. Plateau is not recommended for the control of broadleaf weeds in tall fescue as severe injury or death will occur at the higher rates. Use approved adjuvants at the recommended rate.  Maintain agitation during spraying.

Application Instructions

1. Broadcast spray only, do not use handgun. 

2. Do not allow spray drift over desirable plants. 

3. Do not exceed recommended rates. 

4. A spray pressure of 20 to 40 psi is recommended. 

5. For maximum activity, weeds should be growing vigorously for postemergent application. 
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
